Consent 
To ensure that staff are able to prepare for this event, we would appreciate QParent consent to be 
completed as soon as possible and at the latest by Friday 22 August.  
Payment 
Fees are due to be paid by Friday 19 September, for student participation and are payable through QParents.  
 

Costuming 

Students in Prep, Year 1, Year 2 and Year 3 will receive a note from their classroom teacher about 

specific costuming needs. Teachers utilise the levy paid by parents to provide costume items for the 

students, however they may ask for your assistance in providing footwear, or some clothing items 

to complete the look.

• All students who are participating in Spectacular items will be transported by bus to the Mackay 
Entertainment Centre on Wednesday (November 5TH, 2025) for an ‘on stage’ rehearsal.  This is not a 
dress rehearsal so costumes will not be required.
